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PROFILE

Oleg was born in Omsk City, Siberia, Russia. Educated at the renowned Ekaterinburg Con-
servatory, he studied balalaika, ethnic singing and conducting. He performed as balalaika soloist in
various Folk Russian groups such as the Urals State Folk Choir, the Russian Folk instruments band
"Siberian Mosaic," the Urals Folk Ensemble "Prikamie," and the Russian Folk instrument quartet
"Golden Russia." From 1990 he toured in Russia as well as in Germany, France, Denmark, and Mal-
ta. He has participated in many International Festivals, among them the Folklore du Monde Festival
de Bray-Dunes.

In addition to his many talents, Oleg has also participated in theatre productions. He took
the role of a cello-playing prisoner in the State Tumen Drama Theatre. He had a cameo appearance
performing in Chekhov’s “Three Sisters” with the Chagrin Falls Performing Arts Academy, coaching
the cast in Russian folk songs and choreography.

Oleg moved to the United States in 1998 to become part of "Moscow Nights" touring exten-
sively in Canada, Alaska and 45 states in the United States. Since 2007, he has collaborated with
Terry Boyarsky as “Russian Duo,” touring, performing and teaching across North America. He is a
skilled arranger, sound engineer and composer, using both synthesizer and live recordings to create
one-of-a-kind soundscapes for theatrical productions and educational events for Kulture Kids. Oleg
was commissioned to create arrangements and compose music for Kevin Kammeraad/Cooperfly
Puppets’ new album and video. In March 2016 he was invited to perform at Otterbein University
“Guitar and its Fretted Friends” Festival.
